For those of you who are not familiar with the 
BASC, it is a committee that was formed after the 
tragic death of UAH student and cyclist Sarah Chap-
man.  City official members include Rex Reynolds, HSV 
Deputy Mayor, Captain Rodney Baker, HPD, James 
Moore and Jo Somers, Transportation Planning, as 
well as members of the local cycling community.  The 
group has been working hard on cycling issues in 

Huntsville, here is an update:  

The committee approved a purpose statement, with 
specific goals, although Iôm only listing the purpose 

statement here, in the interest of brevity.   

The Bicycle Advisory and Safety Committeeôs (BASC) 

purpose is to provide knowledge about cycling:  

Advance education  

Enable planning  

Encourage cycling  

Develop safe transportation facilities in the Hunts-

ville area.  

Bike Map Review ï Committee members Jamie Miernik 
and Peter Hannah presented an updated map, based 
on comments from cyclists and data from actual route 
riding.  The city agreed to proceed with the new map 

(which is far more functional than the old map!).   

Since $5,000 was recently earmarked for Share the 
Road Signs, the committee presented a list of locations 
where these signs are most needed.  The committee 
has also been working on several different PSAòs 
which are currently running on the government chan-
nel, and we hope to have them running so on commer-

cial TV stations.   

Bike Summit ï Rex Reynolds, James Moore, Marjorie 
Holderer, Trish Hart, Teresa Fitzpatrick and I will all 
attend a free Bike Summit in Louisville, Kentucky.  This 
is a huge opportunity for city officials to learn more 
about planning and developing a bicycle network in 

Huntsville.  Way to go team!  

The committee also is making tentative plans for a 
Mayorôs Bike Ride, to kick off May as National Bicycle 
Month.  I personally canôt wait to ride with Mayor Bat-
tle, that will be awesome!   Look for more news about
