Committee of Huntsville had submitted a Transportation En-
hancement Grant application last month, requesting nearly 

$200,000 in 100% match Stimulus Package money.  

Well, the news came back last week ï the grant was AP-
PROVED!  Thanks to all the BASC members who participated in 
authoring the grant.  Special thanks to Huntsville City Planner 
James Moore, who developed the idea for the CARS concept, 
the central theme of the grant.  CARS stands for Citizens Advo-

cating Rider Safety.  

This grant will fund a major advertising and education campaign 
for the Huntsville area by raising motorist/cyclists awareness, 
advocating safety and education through the use of local media, 
community programs, education incentives and events.  The 
goal is to increase the awareness of bicyclists on the road, en-
courage cycling and walking, as well as provide education on 
the rights and privileges of all modes of transportation.  Educa-

tion is the key!  

Look for a survey soon to gather data on cycling in the Hunts-
ville area.  This survey will poll participants regarding cycling 
safety, motorist awareness of cyclistôs rights, and improving 
cycling facilities. We will be sending you an email survey, ask-

Also, on display was the newly com-
pleted Bikeways Map of Huntsville.  The map is due to go 

to the printer soon and be available by mid -summer.   

Mayor Battle expressed satisfaction that so many had 
turned out for the rescheduled ride "It shows we've got a 
lot of interest in biking in the community." Battle said he 
hopes the ride will become an annual event.  However, 
next year weôll have to ask the mayor to slow down a little 

as he led us out at a pretty spanking pace!
