A ban on text messaging  while driving  (AL House Bill 35) has been approved by the Alabama 
House (Jan. 19, 2010). It now goes to the AL Senate for debate.  Also, the state hosted the 
nationôs first statewide summit on distracted driving in December.  

 Complete Streets  

Following the Green 13 Open Forum early in December, where many cyclists spoke in favor of Complete Streets Policy, a grass roots peti-
tion was circulated, asking the City of Huntsville to adopt a Complete Streets policy.  Many of you signed the petition, and made comments 
about the lack of cycling and walking facilities on local streets.  I accompanied Leela Pahl, as she presented the over 1,400 signatures to 
Mayor Battle, Deputy Mayor Reynolds, and city of Huntsville Transportation and Planning officials.  I also gave a short slide presentation on 
Complete Streets, which explained the concept and showed examples of Sharrows and Road Diets.  More pavement is not necessarily bet-
ter.  Thanks to everyone who signed the petition and worked hard to get the signatures.  I think it really made an impact.

Dear Adaptable Elastigirl ï 

Adaptability and elasticity are great assets in life, and they will serve you well in your quest to find cycling adventure in the wider world.  

You mention that you like riding with friends. Unless you can talk your riding friends into traveling with you then you will need to cultivate 
some new friends wherever you are traveling. Local knowledge is key wherever you go. The fastest way to gain local knowledge is by 
getting to know local people. These newfound friends can serve as guides in unfamiliar locations, providing knowledge of good places to 
ride and mean dogs to avoid.  

You can start looking for knowledgeable riding partners on the internet from the comfort and safety of your own home. Check for a bike 
club with an on-line presence, dig through Facebook and any other on-line public forums you can think of. Write a few emails to acquaint-
ances you might have in the area, even if they donôt ride, and try to find somebody who does. When you get to your new riding area check 
out the local bike shops, they can be very helpful in getting to know the local area. 

Probably the best way to ñget educatedò is to grab a map and hit the road. Itôs a technique that has worked well for many folks over the 
years. It will generate a sense of adventure and discovery thatôs pretty great. The prospect of discovering new roads, new sights to see, 
and new friends make this a very worthwhile endeavor. 

You asked the best way to get educated  when what you really need is self confidence. True education will come when you have the con-
fidence to get out and see the world.
