But we 

all know that neither of them 

would want their passing to 

dissuade anyone from riding 

safely and legally when ever 

they choose.  One of the results 

of this has been a heightened 

awareness by the press on in-

forming the public on sharing 

the road, and on safe cycling 

practices.  Letõs hope that this 

heightened visibility of our 

sport and our rights does not 

quickly fade in this sound bite 

and video clip culture of ours. 

There has been some talk of a 

memorial to Sharon Bayler by 

her co-workers at Continental.  

Since their facility is slated to 

close, they are looking into do-

ing something at the Huntsville 

Botanical Gardens in their Me-

morial Garden.  The cost is very 

high, but if there is enough 

interest, there will be a fund-

raising drive announced.  I do 

not have any more details at 

this time.  The family requests 

donations be made, in Sharon's 

honor to the League of Ameri-

can Bicyclists, 1612 K St. N.W., 

Suite 800, Washington, D.C.

 AMBA means Alabamaõs Magnificent Bicycle Adventure.  This year and last, the event was held in one campground from 

which loop rides would leave and return.   This arrangement eliminates the hassle of 

moving about every day.   The campground is in the very pleasant and quiet Che-

wakla State Park.   We had plenty of room.  Restrooms and showers were nearby, as 

well as a swimming lake with a diving board..   A good breakfast was served at the 

campground every morning. 

 Within Auburn, many roads do have bike lanes including the ones near the camp-

ground.  The riding was along well-marked routes, in length from 40 to 96 miles, 

some routes had modest hills.   For those who wanted a shorter day, the option of 

driving to the first rest stop or other point was available.   Rest stops were well 

stocked with water, Gatorade, olives, oranges, bananas, PBJ, granola bars.   One 

day they served baked potatoes with toppings such as chili, sour cream, butter, 

cheese, salt, chives, and more.   On the last day, delicious hamburgers were grilled 

and served.  Destinations included Horseshoe Bend Park, Martin Dam and Nif-

ferõs Restaurant, historic Tallassee, West Point, and Columbus, GA. 

 Weather was sunny but not too hot; ie: awesome.   The tally of riders was about 

55.   The small size permitted arrangements for the group to include a pot-luck 

party and a wine-tasting party with a pool at a private house.   A band played at the 

campground on one of the nights.   Being able to get to know a town and its area is a 

good way to run a ride such as this.

No article about recent BASC activities can be done without first acknowledging the tremendous loss of Sharon Bayler. All the 

members, from the mayorõs office to our street savvy commuters, are acutely aware of her contributions. Her mix of leadership, 

intelligence, and ability to temper the clashes of impassioned views will be sorely miss for years. In turn as we sometimes tear 

up, we also know future times are our opportunity to incorporate the best of Sharon into ourselves. That is the honor she de-

serves.  

 

Whatõs next for SCCC, is for someone to step forward as the next Community Affairs Officer who also will serve on BASC as 

SCCCõs representative. While several of us on BASC are SCCC members, it is important for an officer of SCCC to also be active. 

 

In April and May, BASC met 3 times; primarily to plan the Mayorõs Bike Ride, discuss National Bike Month activities, and 

review progress on a variety of city activities. Sharonõs role as the secretary has been generously taken by Clint Patterson. He is 

also quite skilled at distilling each agenda conversation into summaries and discrete actions. Plus, he does so with his laptop so 

the minutes are rapidly prepared. Thank Clint for that. 

 

The Mayorõs Bike Ride on May 15th was greeted by fine weather and more cyclists. Another article about that is included else-

where in this issue. Clint has taken the action to keep improving our website www.hsvbike.com and to keep the rest of us ac-

tively providing input.  

 

In April, John Scott joined BASC as the representative of South Huntsville Civil Association. On May 1st, John Scott, Peter 

Hannah, and Clint Patterson attended David Stoneõs bike safety course. This provided a wonderful educational understanding 

of cycling risks, skills, and equipment that will enhance the knowledge level of the entire BASC. Both Mike and Sharon Bayler 

strongly supported cyclists reducing their risks through education. 

 

BASC now has a logo which people can review on the BASC website. Various members of BASC attended events such as UAH 

EXPO and Redstone Arsenal Earth Day. BASC member Clint Patterson supported free bike commuter classes at Lincoln Mill 

as did other commuters. See Bellovello for more about those efforts. 

 

CARS grant; while both the City of Huntsville (COH) and ALDOT have approved the grant, the federal money ($80%) has 

been put on hold; TBD as to when that will shake loose. In the meantime, the $40K that COH has pledged for the cause re-

mains secure. In April, a subcommittee of BASC met to improve the request for proposals document. We had received input 

from the feds and we are making improvements to the original RFP requirements.  

 

COH traffic engineering has been making progress in signing the routes, improving traffic controls response for cyclists; ie red 

lights turn green. Jo Somers is the keeper of the list of priority intersections with the intent to gradually improve all 300+ t raf-

fic signals within the city. In addition, stencils located on the ôsweet spotsõ are being tested for size, cost, and durability.   During 

the Mayorõs Bike Ride, various techniques for measuring bicycle numbers were also tested. We donõt yet have much quantifi-

able data about local number of cyclists and where they are riding. 

 

There are still about 3000 (of the 10,000) bike maps available for distribution. So if you know of a business that would like to 

have some please contact Jo Somers; COH traffic engineering. Jo is also keeping the list for suggested improvements for the 

next edition. 

 

The COH Police Department is keeping up with cycling related reports and sharing their findings with BASC. Since April 2009, 

all police officers have received training about cycling issues and they work closely with BASC and David Stone. Weõve seen 

better responses and follow up on reports of incidents that show either improvement is needed or evaluation on what went 

wrong. They are also available to other police departments as a resource for improving other police departments programs.
